Re: Nature Coast Exotics Inc.

I refer to the subject at caption. Mr. M. Roberts, a licenced wildlife exporter in Guyana, sent two emails dated June 23, 2005 and July 25, 2005 respectively to the Wildlife Division. These emails provided the details of shipments sent to Mr. Hunter of Nature Coast Exotics Inc. and the agreed terms of payment. Mr. Roberts indicated that Mr. Hunter had defaulted on his payments for the shipments.

Three attempts were made to contact Mr. Hunter via telephone. Two calls were made on July 11, 2005 both of which went unanswered. The third call was made on July 13, 2005. On this occasion a message was left requesting that Mr. Hunter return a call to Ms. A. Sankar, Head of the Wildlife Division. However there was no response from Mr. Hunter.  Subsequently, an email was sent to naturecoastexoticsinc@msn.com. There was no response to the email.

On July 22, 2005, a letter was sent to Mr. Hunter via registered mail requesting that he respond to the report by Mr. Roberts that he defaulted on payments. The letter further informed him that failure to acknowledge the correspondence would result in the blocking of any future documents made out to Nature Coast Exotics Inc. 

To date Mr. Hunter has not contacted the Wildlife Division.
